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1. 　Requirements for Submission
Only members, honorary members and associate members of the Japanese Society for Quality Control (JSQC) may submit manuscripts to the Journal "Quality."  The content of the　manuscript should be related to quality or quality control. The manuscript should neither be published nor be submitted for publication elsewhere.  In case the manuscript is written by more than one author, the first author 　of the manuscript should be a member, honorary member orassociate member JSQC.

2.　 Categories for Manuscripts
Categories for manuscripts are as follows:

1)Contributed Paper
A complete research paper which contains an original theory or application of quality or quality control. 

2)Technical Note
A research paper which contains valuable new facts concerning methodology or its application to quality or quality control.

3)Survey and Field Study
A survey or field study paper which presents valuable information about quality or quality control obtained through methods such as experiments or surveys.

4)Applied Research
A research paper which contains insights about quality or quality control obtained through case study research.  Case studies of single department or process are acceptable.

5)Contributed Article
An article which contains a proof or demonstration of an original proposition concerning methods of quality or quality control or new insights into the concepts of quality or quality control.  Propositions may relate to either traditional methods or concepts of quality or quality control.

6)Quality Report
A report which contains beneficial information concerning quality or quality control, for example, a case study on new subjects, or a story about an effective management method, or a story about a hit product, or the state of implementation of quality control in foreign countries.

7)Letter
A suggestion or criticism to an article published in the Journal "Quality."

8)QC Salon
A suggestion or proposal suitable for communication among the members of JSQC .

3.　   Instructions for manuscripts
(1)Language

The manuscript should be written in Japanese or English.  In the case of Japanese, the manuscript should be written according to the Japanese instructions for contributors.

(2)Format

The manuscript should be written either on JIS A4 size paper or 81/2 x 11 inch paper using a typewriter or word processor with double spacing. 

(3)Submission of manuscript

Rules for the submission of each category are shown below:

-Contributed Paper, Technical Note, Survey and Field Study, Applied Research, Contributed Article

Cover, Japanese and English abstract, text (including references), English key words, figures, tables. Four copies of the paper.

-Quality Report, Letter, QC Salon

Cover, Japanese and English abstract, text (including references), English key words, figures, tables.  Three copies of the paper.

- Author(s) submitting manuscript in English are not obligated to attach a Japanese abstract.

- No copies will be returned to the author(s).  Only photo copies of the manuscript are to be submitted.  The original manuscript should be kept by the author(s).

(4)Title

- The title must show the content of the subject clearly and simply.  

- A subtitle may be added, if necessary.  

- When two or more manuscripts are related, it is desirable to avoid a common title.  In such a case, the title of each manuscript should be entitled based on each contents respectively, not using Part 1, Part 2.

(5)Cover

- Author(s) is requested to prepare cover page.  

- All cover pages must be signed by an author of the manuscript.

(6)Abstract and key words

- The English abstract must be written using a typewritor or word processor within 200 words.  

- Several key words should be listed in alphabetical order.

- Words in the title should not be used as key words.  

(7)References

The references must be listed using the following format in alphabetical order.

[1] Ishikawa, K.(1981):Japanese way of Quality Control, Nikkagiren Shuppan, Tokyo (in Japanese).

[2] Shindo, H.  (1993): " Generalization of Quality Table Concept as a Method of System Description and its Structuralization Based on Near Decomposability,"  Quality (Hinshitsu, J.  of the Jap.  Soc.  for Quality Control),  23, 299-308 (in Japanese). 

[3]Shewhart,W.A.(1931):The Economic Control of Quality of a Manufactured Product,D.Van Nostrand Co., New York.

- Numbered references must be listed at the end of the text. 

- In order to perform anonymous refereeing, the author(s) should pay attention, for example don't use "the author discussed[2]," but rather "Shindo[2] discussed."

- Both the author's name and the reference number must be shown in the text.

- Author(s) may be asked to submit the references listed in the manuscript by the Editorial board.  In such a case, references should be sent as fast as possible.

(8)Figures and Tables

- Titles and explanation of figures and tables must be written in the same language as the text.

- Title and explanation should be made easy to understand what they show without referring to the text.

- Figures and tables must be numbered respectively, such as Figure 1 and Table 1.

- In case of more than six figures, author(s) will be charged extra printing costs.

- A table included in a figure is regarded as a figure.

- The location of figures and tables must be described next to the right margin of the text.

(9)Others

- Equation numbers must be shown in the parentheses at the right margin.

- Complicated derivations should be put in an appendix.

Screening Process
1)Contributed Paper, Technical Note, Survey and Field Study, Applied Research, Contributed Article:

Decisions on manuscripts for publication will be made by the Editorial Board with the advices from at least two referees.

2)Quality Report, Letter, QC Salon


Decisions on manuscripts for publication will be made by the Editorial Board.

- The Editorial board may require revision of a manuscript.  All revision must be submitted within three months.  If the revised manuscript is not received at JSQC within three months, the revised submitted manuscript will be treated as a new submission.  

- The revised manuscript must include a response to each critique by the editorial broad.

- In case of submission from Japan, the date of receipt of a manuscript is judged by the date JSQC receives the manuscript.  In case of submission from foreign countries, the date of receipt is judged by the date the manuscript is post marked.

6.
Proofreading
- The author(s) will be allowed to proofread the manuscript twice.  

- Corrections to the manuscript are generally not accepted during the proofreading process.

- The proofread manuscript should be returned to JSQC as soon as possible. The editor will proofread the paper for delay of returning corrected manuscript.
