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   The WTO Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT Agreement), signed by the GATT (General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade) of validity 01 January 1980. The developing countries may encounter special difficulties in the formulation and application of technical regulations and standards and procedures for assessment of conformity with technical regulations and standard.

   The economy of Vietnam is oriented the exports. The Vietnam became a member of WTO. Desiring to ensure the quality of its exports, enterprises of Vietnam for the all provisions of this TBT Agreement. Since 1995 until now, application of technical regulations and standards by TBT in the Vietnam. However, it’s slow application of regulations and low effect. In accordance with us statistical, in 5.600 Vietnam standards have to 24 percent of harmonization standards regulation of regional.
   Vietnam government has participate in harmonization programs of APEC, ASEAN and World. Vietnam needs to overcome some Technical Barriers to Trade -TBT of GATT/WTO in order to integrate into the global economy.
